Hygiene
and sanitation practises are very poor as her family does not have
toilet to use. Attending several meeting with project, she had aware
of essential of hygiene and sanitation practices and requested
project for latine support. Project, with 200,000 riels contribution,
agreed and constructed a latrine for her family on December 20,

2021.

Mrs. Mon Phol and her 6 members of family (1
disabled son) live in Russey Taman village,
Boeung Bath Kandaol commune, Bakan district,
Pursat province.

Therefore, she was so poor and enable to
construct latrine for her family. "we always
worried and scared about the insecurity and
other risks happening to us when we went too
far away from house for pees for both day and
night time”, said children of Mrs. Phol.
Household environment is not good because
they have opened defecation. Mrs. Phol
attended hygiene and sanitation activities and
understood an importance of hygiene and
sanitation, so she requested to FLD through
village chief. As FLD, with financial contribution
her family, constructed a latrine for her family. “

have a bath inside, saving money from medicinal expenditure for children diarrhea and other
diseases”, said Mrs. Phol.

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Healthy Family with Clean Water

Mrs. Sim Roeun, 69-yearsold housekeeper, lives
with granddaughter and other members in O
village, Boeng Both Kandol commune, Bakan
district, Pursat province. Mrs. Roeum depends
totally income from her daughter working in
Thailand for food, medicine, granddaughter
education and other household expenses.
During the covid-19 outbreak, her family did
not get any income from the work. Members of
her family have been facing various water born
diseases such as stomach ache, diarrhea,
headache. etc. because they used rainwater for
consumption. Sometimes, they bought water
from water distributor with price 15,000 per
tank for household consumption. As water is
dirty, they kept for 5 days before using it. Her
family enable to buy water filter to use due to

they have no income at this period. After
participating various training and meetings, Mrs. Roeum became aware of essential of water and
sanitation, so she requested and got a water filter support from project. Currently, she has been
using and cleaning frequently. During the visit, she expressed that her family’s members have
better health and her granddaughter took the cleaned water to school. Finally, she would like to
express grateful thank to FLD and ACR who have been supporting community, especially her family
to improve water and sanitation.
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Hygiene and Sanitation Improvement through Water Reservoir

Mrs. Mom Mak, 64-yearsold, and her 5
members of her family live in O village,
Boeung Bath Kandaol commune, Bakan
district, Pursat province. Her main role
is taking care of her grandchildren, food
preparation for family and vegetable
growing nearby house. Her children
went to do business outside areas. Lack
of consumable water is the main
challenge for her family, so Mrs. Mak
needs to spend much money on water
and storage materials. Project provided

training and orientation on disaster risk reduction and management. After receiving this

information, she requested the project to support water reservoir. Project, with her contribution
$20.00, provided materials for water reservoir construction. She was then quickly constructed the

reservoir for household utilization. “ | am convenient to use water reservoir because it can store

much water and save much money”’, said Mrs. Mak. Finally, she would like to thank FLD and donor

for providing her the reservoir materials and wishes them to have good health.
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Having a hand washing facility in the school brings comfort

Somrong Chey Primary school has 159 students (75 girls)
located in Somrong Village, Boeng Bath Kandoul Commune,
Bakan District, Pursat Province. Student sanitation is a concern
for teachers because students played on the ground, cleaned
trash, and went to restroom. Poor sanitation has seriously
affected student’s educational performance. Responding to
this, principal Mr. Sun Phy requested to and got handwashing
facility support FLD on December 31, 2020. After constructing
the facility, students, with the supervision from teachers, used
and cleaned it regularly before and after eating and after having
restroom. Therefore, hygiene and sanitation at school have been
improving remarkably. "After receiving this handwashing
facility, all students in my school practice hand washing
regularly when their hands are dirty and have poor hygiene.
They also cleaned facility, latrine and trash at school. Epidemic

and poor sanitation diseases won’t affect students again’’, said

Mr. Sun Phy. Finally, teacher and students expressed their deep gratitude to donors (ACR) and FLD for

providing the support and promised to maintain it cleanliness.
